My Life Cycle...
Frogspawn

1-3 weeks
Frogs can lay up 
to 5000 eggs 
called 
“Frogspawn”. The 
eggs are 
enclosed in jelly 
and hatch after 
about 3 weeks.

Tadpole

6-9 weeks
The tadpole starts 
to grow. As he 
grows the legs 
and eyes start to 
develop. He eats 
plants .

Froglet

9-12 weeks
The tadpole has 
started to 
develop lungs to 
breath. His tail 
starts to shrink, 
and he begins to 
eat insects

Adult

12-16 weeks
The tail 
disappears and 
the frog and he is 
now a fully grown 
Ambhibian- able 
to live on land 
and in water
